This ancient concept
has been proven pictographically by a renowned
physician by name Dr. Tony Nader in his book, The
Human Physiology. In this book, Dr. Nader very clearly
asserts that the various organs of our body have taken
the forms of various deities as described in our
scriptures. To activate the corresponding Divine
centers of the human body, the Maha Satra Yaga is
an effort to reverberate the centers through a
multiplicity of Sadhanas like Yagya, Parayana, Mantra
Japa and so on and so forth.

Ancient India was the land of Rishis. In recent
times we have forgotten the magnificence of their
existence and their contribution to make earth a
heavenly abode. We were told that thousands of years
ago human race had committed the blunder of chasing
the Rishis away from their midst. Even now they are
in our midst in their Sookshma Sariras (subtle bodies).
They are eager to serve the humanity with their
powers. It is the misfortune of humanity, that we are
not making efforts to use their boons. In recent history
of India Acharyashri, has made an attempt to revive
the tradition of rishis (Rishi Parampara). He
accomplished the Herculean task of reviving the
tradition of Rishis. He could do this great task under
the guidance of his Guru Sarveshwara- nandaji, the
living Himalayan Guru.

Pandit Shriram Sharma Acharya had Darshan of
his Guru at the early age of 15. In the first meeting
itself he was given the responsibility of many
astonishing tasks along with the instructions that, from
time to time, he would be called to Himalayas, which
is his Guru’s abode.

The Annapurna Devi personified

Parampujya Gurudev’s life was an open book. He has written
much about himself or through others as mediums. (Though this
much was too little when compared to who he was and what he
was sent for; which he deliberately kept as a secret)

But the life of Param Vandaneeya Mataji, who was his life partner
and complemented his role on earth; was an enigma forever. The
simple life which she has lead, and the motherly love that she
showered on all the parijans who came into her fold was only the
tip of iceberg. Only a few close associates know her as
Shaktiswaroopa (the incarnation of Shakti).

Born in a Brahmin family of Sri Jaswanta Rao and Rampyari;
she was the youngest child in the family. Sri Jaswanta Rao and
Rampyari were pious and saintly couple. Bhagavati was the
youngest in the family and as such the beloved child. Before the
birth of Bhagavati mother Rampyari used to have many divine
experiences which she used to share with her husband. The couple
was great devotees of Mother Bhagavati and the household used
to echo with the divine flow of the Durga Saptashati and
Chamudeswari japam. Jaswanta Rao was highly spiritual and
simple natured. Many a times, when he used to sit for japa and
parayana; he used to feel that Mother Bhagavati in form of a child
was sitting in his lap. Bhagavati was born on 20" September 1926.
Let us remember gurudev lighted the Akhanda Jyoti in the same
year. One day Jaswant Rao was gazing at the child sitting in his
lap when a neighbor came and enquired “what is so great about
your child that you are enchanted?” To this Jaswant rao replied,
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“This girl is very lucky. She is going to feed thousands
of people. She is the mother Bhagavati who grants
boons to all”. Thus the girl-child born to Jaswanta rao
and Rampyari was named Bhagavati.

Even though she was not a beauty but had divine
attraction in her personality. Her brothers and sister
use to call her ‘lali’. Lali has lost her mother at the
age of four and grew up in the care her sisters-in-
law. As a child her favorite game was Shivopasana.

She used to get engrossed in her sadhana since
the age of 11-12 years. In the state of Samadhi she
often used to see a young man, whom she named
“Maha yogi Shiv”. She didn’'t know who he was?
Where he was? But one thing she knew that he was
definitely Shiva. At times during the state of Samadhi
she used to see flashes of Kabir’'s life and
Ramakrishna Paramahamsa’s life. In the state of
Samadhi, she realized that somehow she was related
to ‘Loi’, the life partner of Kabir and also to Saradha
mata the Sahacharini of Ramakrishna Paramahamsa.

On 18 February 1945 in a simple function she
was married to Sriram, the son of Roop Kishor ji.
After marriage she came to Akhand Jyoti Samsthan

It was the time of construction of Gayatri
Tapobhumi. After buying the land there was not a
penny left. The financing of the construction was a
problem. Knowing that asking others for financial help
was against the principles of Gurudev’s life; Mataji
gave all her jewelry. Gurudev remarked that beauty of
the women lies in her character and not in the jewelry
and expensive clothing. Since then Mataji stopped
wearing expensive saris. 24 hours of her day were
spent in sadhna, aradhana and upasana. In later years
she had to shoulder huge responsibilities of the ever
growing Gayatri pariwar and mission activities.

Though she had come from a rich family and was
wedded into a rich family, she still shared the life of
poverty, which Gurudev had deliberately adapted. She
never complained or showed any signs of disgust.
Rather her life had been whole-heartedly surrendered
at the feet of her Aradhya Dev. She was a sadhika of
her own might but remained as the first disciple of
Acharyashree.

There were never enough grains or utensils in her
kitchen but still she managed to feed everyone and
anyone who was brought by Gurudev at any odd time
of the day. Perhaps she had something like the

were she transformed into “Mataji”. From the
beginning days in Akhand Jyoti Samsthan; she
had to shoulder the responsibility of three
children, Akhand Jyoti and the parijans visiting
the place. Later she had to take the
responsibility of assisting Gurudev in his
multifold activities especially Akhanda Jyoti
patrika work and writing letters to parijans.
Actually both of them were engaged in different
types of activities; only time they used to get
together was the time of reading and replying
to the letters of parijan. Only at this time they
could share some family matters. In course of
time she gave birth to Mrutyunjay and Shailaja.
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Akshaya Patra of Draupadi. Those who knew her
kitchen well knew that she had an iron tasala, which
was given by Gurudev as a wedding gift, which she
had kept with her till the end. Once Mataji and Gurudev
were in Bhavanagar to attend a yagna. They were in
a middle-class household where the food prepared
was enough for only 7 to 8 people. Outside in the
ground there was a crowd of hundreds. Mataji had a
problem that she would not eat, when her children
were hungry. She went into the store and found that
there weren’t enough grains to feed hundreds. She
came out and told Gurudev ‘let
children eat first and we shall
eat later’. She then went and
lighted a lamp in the store and
instructed the lady of the
house to start cooking. Even
after feeding all those who
were present, there was
enough food left for 7 to 8
people. Many such miracles
can be listed from Mataiji’s life
which prove that she was
Annapurna Devi personified.

Mataji was the centre of “Nari shakti Jagaran”.
Gurudev had declared that 21t century will be the
century of women and stated that women
empowerment will begin with Mataji. Rightly Mataji's
life stands as a proof of that prediction. Mataji's
compassionate Antahkaran could well understand the
helplessness of women around her. This inspired her
to work for the women upliftment. As she started giving
shelter to few helpless women, she realized that this
would not solve the problems of countless women
and what is required is to equip them with Atmabal
with which they can fight the battles of their lives. To
achieve these, women were given the right to Gayatri
Mantra. Mataji was the first to take that revolutionary
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step of taking Gayatri Mantra Deeksha, which was
later extended to other women in other parts of the
country.

Though Gayatri mantra as a Savita Upasana
Mantra was in vogue and many procedures were
available; Gurudev and Mataji had to introduce Gayatri
as Narishakti to promote reverence for Matrushakii.
This was not easy in a conservative male-dominated
society and they had to face much opposition including
the life threats from all the sections of society. But

those warriors on the path of
" liberation were prepared for all
that. According to Gurudev
“the fundamental objective of
establishing Shantikunjwas to
start a movement of women
liberation under the guidance
of Mataji and take it to its peak
as a world-wide movement.”
But the concept of women
liberation adapted in
Shantikunj is different than the
concept as prevalent in
western countries. According to Mataji “By Nari
jagaran we mean the awakening of Samvedanas and
Bhavanas and for these the women here need not
claim the equality with men in position; rather they
must nurture the motherhood inherent in them.” The
activities for this movement were fourfold:

1) Publication of literature.

2) Training camps for women.

3) Emergence of power of organization.
4) Creative activities.

The Nari jagaran movement started by Mataji in a
humble way in Shanti Kunj has taken an enormous
form and 21t century — ‘a century of women’ has
become a reality.

Dr. Laxmi Kasturi
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DEVATMA HIMALAYAS -

Since time immemorial the Himalayas are
taken for granted to be the place where, the Maha
Gogis live in harmony with nature. An effort is made
by Poojya Gurudev to create a place where one can
get the knowledge of various activities of the Rishis,
and the source of all Yoga Vidya in one place.
Shantikunj is such a place at Haridwar where we can
find the works of all Himalayan Rishis not only being
practiced but also carefully nurtured for future progeny.

The Almighty has endowed upon saintly souls
the job of maintaining a systematic spiritual order and
to inspire humanity towards constant progress. They
solve and get current problems fixed and resolved
through the medium of suitable persons from time to
time. The infirmity, inconsistency and lack of
knowledge of man often leads him to bewilderment.
He goes astray, forgets his aims and duties and
usually indulges in undesirable acts. The Rishis
(Hermits of Himalayas) in the past were successful
in changing the trend of mass thinking and refining
the personalities of people by making them perform
hard penance to develop necessary inner strength
for mending impropriety and undesirable habits. They
always remain engaged in various religious practices
and austerities keeping in view the need of times.

The atmosphere of Himalayas suited them best
for such endeavours. Degrading tendencies are often
found located on lower plains of earth. This area in
scriptures is known as the lower world (Adholoka).
Areas situated on higher altitudes have better

environment rich in idealism. Oranges, bananas,
mangoes and guavas of Nagpur, Bhusawal,
Malihabad and Lucknow respectively have their own
specialities on account of the special environment of
these particular places. Malayagiri sandal cannot be
grown having the same fragrance and speciality at
any other place. Uttarakhand which has always been
a source of celestial inspirations has its own speciality
on account of its divine atmosphere. Brahmakamal,
Devkand, Sanjeevani booti and other divine herbal
medicines are not found elsewhere. Being the field
of activity of many incarnations, Rishis and throbbing
constantly with divine powers of Sookshma Lokas,
this area has its own importance.

Himalayas have a very hoary past historical
background. Long long back it was the abode of
Devatas. The heavens described in the Puranas used
to be here. The tapas, sadhana and several other
plans and schemes of world welfare were formulated
and materialised in this area. The Ashrams and
laboratories of the Rishis were located in this area.
Uttarakhand is regarded as the heart of Himalayas
and is also known as Devatma. There are theerths
and temples here so that the general public may come
in contact with this area and be benefited and get
inspired. Around here were caves and cottages
situated in dense forests where the Rishis lived and
were engaged undisturbingly in scientific inventions
and investigations. In this way the tradition of Rishis
was conducive to the good not only of India but to the
world as a whole. They used to play the role of
physical representatives and messengers of the
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formless God. Assessment for the common good
from time to time was done here and the ascetics
(parivrajakas), priests (purohits) planned here ways
and means to make it known all over the world. What
an anomally that with lapse of time this tradition of
rishis has been shattered. Sadhu-babas are seen
here and there, smoking ganja and charas cheating
and exploiting people. It is on account of deterioration
of Rishi tradition that India is no longer "Swargadapi
gareeyasi" and its glory is fading like a snake without
its gem (nagamani). Darkness prevailed throughout
the middle ages which was full of viciousness
because their Rishi traditions, which shined like Sun
and Moon had been eclipsed and our activities on
account of which India was considered Jagatguru

o and its residents as thirty-three crore
g devatas, have fallen much below the
gl standards.

Maharshi Vyas had written Dharma-
shastras, Puranas at Vasodhara
beyond Badrinath.

Patanjali had done yoga sadhana at
Rudra-Prayag for the elevation of divine
powers of body and mind.

| Yagyavalka had investigated the
sl procedure of Yagya in the area known
as Triyuginarayan.

Vishwamittra realised the omni-potent
power of Gayatri at Saptsarovar.
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Bhagirath had performed sadhana on
Bagirath-shila, at Gangotri, bringing
Ganga down to the earth.

Charak investigated herbal medicines

| and made discovery of Ayurveda at
1 Kedarnath.

Jamadagni used to run schools
(Aranyakas) for acquiring divine
knowledge (Brahma-Vidya) in Uttar
Kashi.

Narada had direct perception of Shabda
Brahmananda, at Gupta Kashi and
had aroused righteousness and

devotion throughout the world with the
help of divine music. He was roaming
cause all around the three worlds
throughout his life.

Parashurama took courage, when
ignorance and immorality polluted the
atmosphere. Performed tapa sadhana

at Yamunotri and obtained infallible
Kuthar from Lord Shiva and removed
heads of powerful intellectuals i.e., by
brain washing.

Maharshi Kanada had discovered the knowledge of
Atmic kaya kalpa at a place near Sapta Sarovar
where Brahmavarchas is situated at present.

The field of operation of Dharma-chakra of
Buddha, discovery of astronomical science of
Aryabhatta and Nagarjuna’s chemical laboratory
were all situated in this Himalayan area. It is here that
Chyavan perfomed his marvellous Tapascharya.

Ganga with its five tributaries flows in this area.
Innumerable divine herbs grow here and charge the
atmosphere with divinity.

Sumeru mountain described in the Puranas
as the abode of devatas lies in this area. The location
of Mansarovar near Nandanvan and Shivling
mountain gives an indication that Mount Kailash is
situated in this area. It is here that Sati and Parwati

both had done Tapascharya. Both were married at
appropriate time at Triyuginarayan.

Dakshawas an intelligent scientist of his time
and used to live at Kankhal.

Chanakya had lived in Himalayas for some time
and performed Tapascharya. This area is the
permanent abode of Lord Shiva.

Krishna remained engrossed in Tapascharya
with Rukmini at Badrinarayan for being favoured
with a brilliant issue.

Valmiki who gave refuge to Sita, and brought
up Lava Kusha as great warriors, lived in this area

Shakuntala lived in Uttarakhand and it was
here that Bharata, the founder of Great India was
rought up

Even at present the four places of
pilgrimage Gangotri, Yamunotri, Kedamath
and Badrinath, the five Prayags, five Kashis,
five Sarovars, five Gangas are situated in this
area.

Devatas and Rishis are still present here in
physical or subtle form. The Theosophical Society
describes the existence of a divine parliament
constituted by Masters of White Brotherhood which
governs the universe.

Pandavas formulated a scheme of physically
going to Swarga and came to this area. Besides, other
ascetics have been taking refuge in this area from
time to time.

Although great Rishis, as in the old days are
not now residing in Devatma Himalayas with their
physical ex2zs Bexo, ropeilieas o roaied BB, 33 23332430
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temples of several Devatas at different places. It was
felt that the soul of Devatama Himlayas should be
invoked and a divine temple built for it. This need was
fulfiled by establishing Himalayas in Shantikunj,
Haridwar. This is the old Tapobhumi of Sapta
Rishis. A few decades earlier the currents of Ganga
flowed at both the places where Shantikunj and
Brahmavarachas are located at present. It was
therefore considered appropriate to build here a
temple of Uttarakhand area of Devatma Himalayas
and itis now situated in a big hall in Shantikunj. Visitors
having faith and devotion are able to have a complete
glimpse of Uttarakhand in this small temple.

A body is useful only if there is life
in it. Shantikunj strives and aims at it. Not
only Himalayas is physically present here
but all the activities which the Rishis had
followed in the past and by which
humanity at large had been immensely
benefited are again given new infusion of
blood here.

Here lies the temple of Vishvamitra, the founder
Rishi of Mahapragya Gayatri. All living in the Ashram
and visiting Sadhakas are required compulsorily to
perform Gayatri Upasana. All the devotees participate
in Gayatri Yagna, which is perfomed here regularly
according to Yagavalkya's science of Yagya in a
Yagya-shala having nine Kundas. The participants are
trained in the method of curing physical, mental and
spiritual disorders through the medium of Yagya.
Charak's research of herbal medicines has been
developed here. Rare herbs have been planted in
Shantikunj and Brahmavarchas. Each herb is being
examined and experimented in a well equipped
laboratory so that nobody need question their
genuineness.

The refined form of Yogabhyasa Sadhana of
Patajanli and Kanada can be seen here. All the

devotees are subjected to physical, mental and
psychological tests utilising costly scientific
instruments by eminent doctors of M.D. and M.S.
standards. Sadhana and treatment is advised on this
basis. Sessions of ten days duration for allround
improvement of health and spiritual progress are
arranged round the year. Thousands of participants
have already been benefited.

According to the tradition of Vyasa, vast
literature to fulfil the present day need is being written,
printed and published continuously at Shantikun;.
Ancient treatises like the Vedas, Upanishads and
Darshanas have already been translated and
published in the past. Now low cost literature on all
the aspects of human life and society is being
published and is being translated in all languages.

According to Jamdagni tradition there used to
be schools to train common man in the path of
righteousness. In Shantikunj there is arrangement for
performing all the sixteen Sanskaras. Sacred thread
ceremony, Shraddha, Tarpana ceremony and
marriage ceremonies are performed freely here every
year in large number. Members of Pragya family pay
visits in thousands to celebrate their birthdays and
marriage days here.

Like Parashuram the movement of revolution
in thinking (Vichar-Kranthi) is being made wide-
spread, with a view to remove blind faith in traditional
rituals, evil tendencies, improprieties, foolish
extravagant exhibition of wealth and immoralities, etc.
The public opinion is being shaken and induced to
adopt righteousness. This brain-washing is proving
effective and successful.

According to Narada tradition Yuga Shilpi
schools im-part training in music and giving
discourses. Teams of trained Parivrajakas celebrate




thousands of Pragya Ayojanas spreading the light of
vedic culture throughout the country every year.

In accordance with Uddalaka and Anasuya
traditions, Gurukulas are established where education
of children and training of women are being carried
out systematically and the old tradition of giving vedic
knowledge to women is being kept alive. Girl students
and women combine to run Annakshetra. Dedicated
workers visit foreign countries to establish the
message of religion in keeping with the tradition of
Buddha. They have propagated and spread the
ideology of this mission which is being followed by
millions of persons in seventy four countries all over
the world. Vast research is being conducted regarding
coordination of spirituality and science in keeping with
ancient symbolism of churning the ocean. This is a
peculiar attempt first of its kind in the history of the
world. Brahmavarchas Research Institute, equipped
with scientific implements and apparatus costing
several lakhs has been established especially for this
purpose. It will not be inappropriate to equate the
findings of this Institute with the jewels which came
out as a result of the alleged churning of ocean.
Researches are being conducted with all seriousness
for understanding the science of Yoga and different
Sadhanas.

In the tradition of Shankaracharya who
established four Dhams in the past in the four different
corners of the country and of Samarth Guru Ramdas
who constructed series of Mahaveer Hanuman
temples in Maharashtra, under the auspices of
Shantikunj twenty four hundred Shakti Peeths and
twelve thousand study centres (pragya mandalis),
have been established which is unigue in itself.

Twenty four thousand Pragya putras have already
been trained and they are engaged in awakening the
masses and spreading Yuga Chetana.

Rishi Kanada used to manage his Ashram by
collecting food grains found lying scattered in the
fields. Shantikunj and Gayatri Teerth is being managed
by daily collection of fistful of foodgrains and
Amshadhan.

Shantikunj is established as a symbolic
manifestation of Uttarakhand area of Devatma
Himalayas. It is unique and unparalleled. Anyone can
visit this ashram and witness a miniature sample of
the ideals of righteousness which were spread by the

for the best in our self as well as in all, and the
determination to submit entirely and unreservedly to
the Divine’s Will.

The body must know and be convinced that its
essence is divine and that if no obstacle is put in the
way of the Divine’s working, nothing can harm us.
This process must be steadily repeated until all
recurrence of fear is stopped. And then even if the
illness succeeds in making it's appearance, its
strength and duration will be considerably diminished
until it is definitively conquered.

When physical disorder comes, one must not be
afraid; one must not run away from it, must face it
with courage, calmness, confidence, with the certitude
thatiliness is a falsehood and that if one turns entirely,
in full confidence, with a complete quietude to the




divine grace, it will settle in these cells as it establishes
itself in the depths of the being, and the cells
themselves will share in the eternal Truth and the
Delight.

The spirit within us is the only all-efficient doctor
and submission of the body to it, the one true panacea.

God within is infinite and self-fulfilling Will.
Unaffected by the fear of death, can’'t you leave to
Him, not as an experiment, but with a calm and entire
faith your ailment? You shall find that in the end He
exceeds the skill of a million doctors.

It is not the medicine that cures so much as the
patient’s faith in the doctor and the medicine. Both
are a clumsy substitute for the natural faith in one’s
own self-power which they have themselves
destroyed.

The north-country Indian herdsman, attacked by
fever, sits in the chill stream of a river for an hour or
more and rises up free and healthy. If the educated
man did the same, he would perish, not because the
same remedy in its nature kills one and cures another,
but because our bodies have been fatally
indoctrinated by the mind into false habits.

Body-Consciousness

There is a physical consciousness proper, a
consciousness of the body; the body is conscious of
itself, and it has its own aspiration. As long as it is the
mind that thinks, your physical is something that is
three-fourths inert and without its own consciousness.
So long as one thinks of one’s body, one is not in
one’s physical consciousness. The body has a
consciousness that is quite personal to it and
altogether independent of mind. The body is
completely aware of its own functioning or its own
equilibrium or dis equilibrium and it becomes
absolutely conscious, in quite a precise way, if there
is a disorder somewhere or other, and it is in contact
with that and feels it very clearly, even if there are no
external symptoms. The body is aware if the whole
working is harmonious, well balanced, quite regular,
functioning as it should,; it has that kind of plenitude, a
sense of plenitude, of joy and strength- something
like the joy of living, acting, moving in an equilibrium
full of life and energy. Or else the body can be aware
that it is ill-treated by the vital and the mind and that
this harms its own equilibrium and it suffers from this.
That may produce a complete disequilibrium in it. And
SO on.

One can develop one’s physical equilibrium so well
that even if one is fully exteriorized, even if the vital
goes completely out of the body, the body has a
personal, independent consciousness which enables
it to move, to do all kinds of very simple things without
the vital's being there, quite independently. The body
can learn how to speak: the mind and the vital may
be outside it, very faraway, busy elsewhere, but due
to the link joining them with matter, they can still find
expression through a body wherein there is no mind
or vital, and which yet can learn to speak and repeat
what the others say. The body can move; | don’'t mean
that it can exert much, but it can move. It can do small,
very simple things. It can write, for instance, learn
how to write as it can learn to speak. It does speak : a
little (how to put it) slowly, with a little difficulty, but still
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it can speak clearly (sufficiently clearly) for one to
understand. And yet the mind and vital may have gone
out altogether, may be completely outside. There is
a body-consciousness.

And so, when one has developed this body-
consciousness, one can have a very clear perception
of opposition between the different kinds of
consciousness. When the body needs something and
is aware that this is what it needs, and the vital wants
something else and the mind yet another, well, there
may very well be a discussion among them, and
contradictions and conflicts. And one can discern very
clearly, what the poise of the body is, the need of the
body in itself, and in what way the vital interferes and
destroys this equilibrium most often and harms the
development so much, because it is ignorant. And
when the mind comes in, it creates yet another
disorder which is added to the one between the vital
and the physical, by introducing its ideas and norms,
its principles and rules, its laws and all that, and as it
doesn't take into account exactly the needs of the
other, it wants to do what everybody does. Human
beings have a much more delicate and uncertain
health than animals because their mind intervenes
and disturbs the equilibrium. The body left to itself,
has a very sure instinct. For instance, never will the
body if left to itself eat when it doesn’t need to or take
something which will be harmful to it. And it will sleep
when it needs to sleep, it will act when it needs to
act. The instinct of the body is very sure.

Itis the vital and the mind, which disturb it: one by
its desires and caprices, the other by its principles,
dogmas, laws and ideas. And unfortunately, in
civilization as it is understood, with the kind of
education given to children, this sure instinct of the
body is completely destroyed: it is the rest that
dominate. And naturally things happen as they do:

one eats things that are harmful, one doesn't take
rest when one needs to or sleeps too much when it
is not necessary or does things one shouldn’t do and
spoils one’s health completely.

Physical culture is the best way of developing
the consciousness of the body, and the more the

are seven colours in the sunlight. They are violet,
indigo, blue, green, yellow, orange and red. In the
scriptures we find symbolic description of Sun’s chariot
drawn by seven horses. Horse symbolizes power. The
power of electric motors is described in terms of horse
power. Seven colours denote seven types of powers.

There is close relationship between colours and
emotions. There is an invisible aura around every
human being. It is possible to see aura by following
procedures given in a book “You for Ever” by Lobsang
Rampa, a Tibetan Monk. Emotions like love, affection,
anger, hatred, malice, jealousy are found in the form
of different colours in the aura and their descriptions
can seen in books “ Man Visible And Invisible” and *“
Thought forms” written by Anne Besant and Lead
Beater published by Theosophical Society. Not only
that, we use words like “red with anger”, ‘green with
jealousy’ “He is changing colours” which only show our
awareness of colours and emotions.

In astrology great importance is given to colours.
In zodiac Aries is given red colour, Taurus-yellow;
Gemini — violet; Cancer — green; Leo — red; Virgo —
deep blue; Libra — light pink, blue; Scorpio - deep
yellow, bright red; Sagittarius — deep blue; Capricorn -
white and black; Aquarius — silver white; Pisces — sky
blue. Similarly planets are given colours. Sun — Golden
Yellow colour; Moon — silver white; Mars — red; Mercury
—green, orange; Earth — blue; Jupiter — pink and violet;
Venus — blue, green; Saturn — green; Uranus — electric
blue, light green; Neptune — deep blue, brown; Pluto —
yellow, sky blue.

The character of colours is like this.

Red colour is considered as a symbol of vitality or
prana sakthi. It is useful in chilly weather and for pains
caused by chilly weather. It is useful in blood circulatory
problems. It removes tiredness. But this colour should
not be used for people with high B.P. People may get
excited in case of excess red colour. He may attack
others. Some people apply red colour in offices
thinking that it attracts money. Red coloured dress is
useful to those who want more money.

Orange colour influences the mind, it improves
the faculty of logical thinking . It tones up immune
system and promotes youthfulness. It improves
digestion. It also gives taste to food. Red and orange

Green colour is helpful in healing wounds. It
promotes creation of new cells.

Green colour is very helpful
in the healing of fractured bones and in muscle tear.

Blue colour is equivalent to electricity. It is the
source of electro-magnetic radiation. It gives peace to
mind. Blue colour is very useful in fevers and burning
problems.

Visualize those
persons whom you want to bring together in white light, it
does the rest.

There are two ways of using colours.

1. Take a plain glass bottle with a smooth surface. Fill
with water and wrap around it cellophane paper of the desired
colour and keep it in morning gentle sunlight for 30 to 60
minutes. Drink that water for getting the effect of that colour.

2. Visualize the desired colour mentally and keep those
person/persons who need it in that colour. Normally 2-3
minutes is sufficient. One has to practice to use it as and
when required. This can be put to use any time, any where
for any person. Distance is no bar.

It is time to remember the Father of Colour Healing,
Edwin Dwight Bobbitt. Hewroteabook “ Principlesof Light
and Colour” 1878. No body cared his findings. He was
ignored, heckled. But today we find thousands of web sites
on colour healing.

Alphabets and colours: In Telugu language akshara
means which can not be destroyed. Alphabets are divided
to vowelsand consonants. In Telugu language they are pranas
or acchulu and hallulu. Aato aha are called pranas. Among
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hallulu there are five groups viz ka varg (H>,Np), chavarg
(KC,Y), tavarg, (@,b), tha varg ('C,0), and pa varg
(,—,08. Varg means group. These five groups are related to
pancha tatwas or five elements.

Ka group (H>,Np) (consists of ka, kha, ga, gha, ingya.)
is of Prudhvi tatwa or earth element ( red colour)

Cha group (KC,Y) ( consists of cha, CHA, ja, Jha, ini)
is of jala tatwa or watery element ( orange colour)

Similarly the other three groups belongs to Agni, Vayu,
and Akasa tatwas

(Fire, air, and sky elements)

Further there is finer division. In ka group of Prudhvi
tatwa , there are other four elements too. It is like this. Ka
(H>,Np) has prudhvi plus prudhvi; Kha (Y,Q) has Prudhvi
pluswatery element; Ga(Q®, T) hasprudvi plusfire element;
Gha(,,;—°,V) hasprudhvi plusair element; Ingyahas Prudhvi
plus sky principle. Similar is the case with other groups.

In places of water scarcity jal or watery element is
deficient. If we can increase watery element, water becomes
available in that place. Watery element’s letters are ‘cha
(KC,Y) group. The second letter of this group is ‘CHA’
(K C, Z) If weusethis letter in combination with orange
colour of watery element, water becomesavailable. i.ewriting
of “cha” (K*C,Z) in orange colour repeatedly This
particular combination of sound and colour attracts water.
In my search for proper orange colour, | thought of the
orange colour applied to Lord Hanuman idol. | learned that it
is called Sindhur and it is sold in shops by nhame GANGA
SINDHURAM. Our ancestors know its utility and we are
just rediscovering. This writer has first used this technique
in Tirupur in Tamilnadu which is a very dry place with
success way back in 1987-88 and later in other places with
improved techniques with better success.

Your word is your wand: Words are made by
combination of Aksharas or alphabets. It comes out as spoken
word. Since a phabets have colours, the words we speak
have also colours. However we may not be aware of it.
Spoken words have creative power. There is a book “your




Word is Your Wand” by Florence Shinn which explains
how to use spoken word for desire fulfillment. Just use
spoken word as a mantra. Suppose there is boy with bad
temper. Just visualize him and say “ heisa good boy” with
feeling repeatedly. Just see what happens. He changes.

In case of heart problem affirm " my heart is healthy
and strong. My heart is functioning excellently. Blood
isflowing smoothly through all the arteries of my body"
repeatedly but slowly with full feeling brings the heart to
healthy condition. Thinking of health giving thoughts gives
health.

Suppose you are not happy, first use golden yellow colour
to remove negative unhappy thoughts. Then say "1 am
happy | am happy" repeatedly but slowly with feeling. Your
mind is filled with happiness and you feel happy. You can
keep others also happy which may include family members,
friends and others. Just keep them in mind and say " Be
Happy, Be Happy" (<=°Vfe’=) repeatedly slowly with
feeling. They become happy. You can use this technique for
any purpose which is helpful for yourself and others.

M ethods to change weather: For every incident there
is a cause. The cause of every incident is in Karana Jagat.
Karan Jagat means mind. Hence once thinking pattern is
changed every thing changes. It istrue for an individual and
also for the society.

The last 10 minute chant silently with emotion
“ Swasti Prajabyaha paripalayantam nyayene margena
mahimahisaha, Go brahmanebhyo subha mastu nityam loka
samasta sukhino bhavantu”. The meaning of the slokaislet
the people be ruled properly with justice by the kings, let the
cows and Brahmins be happy and contented, | et al the beings
of the world are happy. This procedure gave very good rains
in aradius of about 50 km.

Finally one beautiful procedureto deal with social unrest,
agitations, cyclones, draughts, floods. Visualize golden yellow
colour and blew it with breatheto aplace whereit isneeded.
It just removes that condition immediately. The result
however depends upon the amount of colour needed.
Normally it will not take much time. Similarly Lemon yellow
colour isvery useful for dealing with earthquakes and sunami.
Like wise orange colour can be used in case of fire accidents
with magical results.

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FIBONACCI SERIES, GOLDEN RATIO
AND DAKSHINAVARTI SHANKH

Fibonacci serieswas discovered by the Italian mathematician Leonardo Fibonacci. The series beginswith 0, 1. The next
numbers are generated by adding the previous numbers. The first numbersin the series look like

0 1 1 2 3 5 8 13 21 34 55 89 144 233

Some interesting things are seen about this series in nature. Most of the flowers found in nature seem to have petals with
numbers from this series. For example,




Though there are flowers with other petal numbers, they are not as abundant in nature as these.

The serieswould have remained another interesting mathematical seriesbut for the discovery of an unique fact associated
with the series. The ratio of any number to its next number eventually approached 0.618. This number iscalled “Phi” in
mathematics.

Let us see what is special about this number. This number is
arrived at in multiple ways. We have already seen how theratio
of 2 numbers in the Fibonacci sequence gives phi. Here is
another method. Divide aline so that the ratio of the length of
theentireline (A) to thelength of larger line segment (B) isthe
same as the ratio of the length of the larger line segment (B)to
the length of the smaller line segment (C). This happens only at the point where: (C) is 0.618..of (B) and (B) is
0.618... of (A).

Phi iscalled golden number or golden section. Phi isconsidered sacred because many thingsin nature have ratios of these
numbers. For example various proportions of the human body have sizes in the ratio of golden section 0.618. Many
animals in nature have proportions in the same ratio.
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5 = As can be seen below, the various sections of a human

finger are in the ratio of 0.618 . As we move from the tip
of thefinger toward the base, the length of the bone arein
the ratio of 2:3:5:8

Similarly, theratio of theforehand to theelbow isagainin
theratio of 0.618 : 1

Again, various parts of aface are in the sameratio as can
beseenintheimagehere. Thisincludestheratio of distance
between the eyebrows to the distance between the pupils
is0.618.

This can also be seen in other parts of the body also.

Thisratio isalso seen in other species.




Architecture

Phi is also seen in architecture of ancient buildings to modern ones. The pyramids of Egypt use this number as the ratio
between angled surface length to the base length. Other buildings like the Parthenon, Notredam of Paris, United Nations
building and the modern CN tower in Canadaalso usethisratio. Phi isalso seen in many templesin Indiaand ameditation
center in Hyderabad has been built on the same ratio.

Phi in 2 dimensions

When the ratio is seen in 2 dimensions, it takes the form of a spiral. This spiral is seen again in nature in many places.
Some of them are the shell of the snail, sunflower seed arrangement in the flower and also

the human ear. The golden section is used in various other areas and objects. Some of them are in the fields of acoustics,
art, marketing, poetry etc.
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Phi in 3 dimensions

When the ratio of phi isseen in 3 dimensions, it takes the shape of the conch. Analysis at Indian Institute of Science has
shown that conches have this golden section in 3 dimensions.
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The conch is very important to us because of its unique ability to
resonate to the cosmic energy. The Indian name for the conch is
shankham. This name is made of 2 words — Sham and kham. They
mean harmony and cosmos. The shankha helpsusto livein harmony
with the universe. As can be seen in the image here, there exists a
huge conch in the cosmos encompassing the earth, zodiac
constellations and the pole star. All conches resonate with this super
conch in the cosmos and hence they have spiritual value. There are
two types of conches depending on the direction in which they open
out. The Vamavarti conch opensto theleft. The Dakshinavarti conch
with areverse spiral opensto theright side. Thisisrareto find and 1
out of 1,00,000 conches is dakshinavarti.

The specialty of Dakshinavarti conch isthat it receives energy from
the cosmos and emanates it out into its surroundings. Thus the
dakshinavarti conch harmonizesitssurroundings. Keepingitinahouse
is considered very auspicious. It isalso called Lakshmi Shankh as it
is believed to bring wealth and prosperity with it.

THE LAW OF KARMA

At a Glance

What we are today is decided by our thoughts. It is
thoughts that shape our life. If we encourage noble
thoughts, we live a happy life.

There is something that is guiding our thoughts
and controlling our actions. There is some power. We
call that power as God. This very power is called upon
through various names.

If you have to experience the fruits of your actions,
either the person or persons responsible for that
karma should be present. Only then can you reap
that Karma.

Each and every person you meet in your day to
day life contributes to taking you forward either through
positive or negative actions. In the light of this truth,
then why should we hate those people? When
someone asks for alms, many muslims politely ask
for forgiveness and move on. They seek forgiveness
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for not having given them anything. What a noble
thought!

There is one reality that should be borne in the
mind — all that has happened and all that is happening
is history. Man can do only a single work in a given
instance of time. Our life is a result of various types
of actions that we have accrued till date. One cannot
go beyond them.

Einstein says thus —

“If this universe was created by chance, then
man’s life is also a chance. If you believe that there is
a meaning for the universe, then your life too has a
meaning and a purpose.”

Many spiritually enlightened Masters have told that
man is born on Earth with a specific purpose. You
are capable of whatever work is ordained for you. But,
you are also capable of discharging your duties in a
much more efficient way. Let me describe this in
greater detail.

You might deceive your spouse, children, parents
or even your Guru. But your mind always speaks the
truth. Your inner conscience will always be warning
you. You might be able to behave in the external world
as though there is nobody more honest than you. But
you would always know about the real YOU.

Whatever knowledge is required for you is present
around you. Learn to observe carefully and grasp it. |
always remember respected Dr. M. Sri Ramakrishna
always in this context. He says — ‘You open a cigarette
packet and there is a warning printed on the packet
that ‘cigarette smoking is injurious to health’. In spite
of that, you smoke. Knowledge is available, but you
turn blind to it.’

The basic tenet of law of Karma is that life of each
and every being in this universe is decided well
beforehand, even much before he is born.

Let us take an example in which we attend a
conference along with few other friends. This meeting
has been planned much before, even before the
participants entered their mother’'s womb. It is just
that we are unaware of this fact.

In the 4™ chapter of Bhagawad Gita, Sri Krishna
says

Bahuni me vyateetani, janmani tava charjuna
Taanyaham veda sarvani, natvam vettha
parantapa

Meaning: O Parantapa! Arjuna. Both you and | have
taken birth together several times. | am aware of them,
while you are not.

After Sri Krishna completed preaching Gita to
Arjuna, he says — ‘I have told what is to be told. You
have to decide what to do.’

On hearing this Arjuna looks at Krishna in an
undecided state. Then, Krishna asks him to consult
Barbarika seated on a far off mountain. On Arjuna’s
request, Barbarika narrates the entire story. The
closing comments of Barbarika are of interest to us
in the context of law of karma. They are

‘Mahabharata war has completed long ago. All the
Kauravas are dead. Pandavas have won. | cannot
see anything but dead bodies now. Even if you aim
your arrows, it is only aimed towards a dead person
and not a living one.’

Arjuna asks, ‘How did this happen?’ Barbarika
replies thus - ‘Lord Shiva has killed everyone with his
mighty Trishul.’

After listening to this, Arjuna who had decided to
quit from the warfield decides to fight with complete
enthusiasm.

Each and every incident in Mahabharata stands

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testimony to the law of Karma. Hence, it is to be
understood that the life of each being has been
ordained much before. All you have to do is your duty.
You do not have any right with respect to the fruits of
your actions. Do as you should and results will follow as
they should.

God might not givewhat you ask for. But hewill definitely
give what you need. If god has not given something,
understand that you do not need it. That iswhy, it has been
written in the Vedasthus—‘ Every person should livein his
house like aguest.’

Discharge your duties towards the family as a
househol der. Keep aside your ego and work selflessly; else
you will be again entangled in the bonds of karma. If you
seeaperson full of egoistic attitude, feel pity for himashe
isdlipping from hiscurrent evol utionary stage and moving
down. Do not hate him.

Two mendi cantswere taking bath in the holy confluence
of Triveni. One of them asked the other about theiternary.
Hereplied, ‘| am undertaking thejourney from*A’' to*Aa’ .’
The other sadhu said that he is also on the same journey.
The cryptic words of the sadhu meant that their journey
was from ‘Ahamkar’ (Ego) to Aatma (Soul).

Karma or the law of retribution works at the mental
level. The physical circumstancesjust helpinrealizing the
objectivestakenin menta plane. What we experience today
is the cumulative effect of what we have done in the past
many many births. Life is a great continuum. We find
intermission only in physical plane when the body dies. In
other planes of consciousness, there is always continuity.
To achievethe state of compl ete accomplishment, we need
the concept of Karma.

Albert Einstein writesthusin hisbook ‘ Out of my later
years —

“The scientific knowledge that we are studying today
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can provide us with tools and technol ogy to achieve some
specificgoalsinlife. But thetoolsand knowledgeto reach
our absol ute destination should come from within our own
self.”

Our present lifeis merely a chapter in the book of life.
If weencounter favorable conditionsinthislife, weattribute
it to the noble deeds donein the past and viceversa. Hence
itiswell understood by the Indian mentality that all that we
are experiencing inthe presentisasaresult of past actions.
It goes without saying that what we will face tomorrow
will be asaresult of today’s actions. All the circumstances
that arisein our life is based on some cause. There cannot
be any result without a
requisite cause.

This school of thought is
| strengthened by an American
| prophet by name Edgar
Cayce. Popularly known as
‘Sleeping Prophet’, he has
revealed astonishing facts
about rebirth and law of
retribution.

Gina Cerminara has written a book by name ‘Many
mansions’ explaining about the process of Edgar Cayce.
Based on the guidance given by respected Dr. Sri
Ramakrishna, the renowned author Malladi Venkata
Krishnamurti hastranslated the book into Telugu under the
title * Ananta jeevana yatraloni majileelu’. This book of
40 pages will certainly remove the layers of egoism from
al the readers. Hence, propagating this book in any kind
will be aserviceto the society. You could motivate others
to read thisbook or gift thisbook to your friendsand family.

Cayce, in his trance-like sleep, used to answer
questions. During that session, he described many
geographical locations hitherto never visited by him. He
described people whom he never met. Though he had no
medical background, in histrance, he made use of medical
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terms extensively.

Whatever he spoke in histrance was not known to him
once he came back to normal state. In the course of the
readings given in a trance, Cayce describes the concept
of ‘Akashic Records'. In that he explains that ‘ Akasha
or space is the fundamental element in the universe. It is
present everywherein theform of el ectromagnetic waves.
All sounds and incidents of this universe are recorded in
this space asthough theimpressions on amovie-film. This
can be called as the camera of this universe. Those who
possess extrasensory powers can manage to open those
akashic records and know about them. In reality each and
every person has the capability to see those records.

In many readings given by Cayce, it was proved time
and again that all the difficulties and ailments suffered by
the subjects who came to him were because of bad deeds
done in the past.

The equation between bad deeds and the resultant
difficultiesisdefined by karma. ‘Karma' isaSanskrit word
which meansaction. But according to Indian philosophy, it
is a term that establishes relation between ‘Cause and
effect’ and ‘Action and reaction’.

Master Djwhalkhul (Master DK), often referred to as “The
Messenger Boy of the Gods’ and simply “The Tibetan”, is an
enlightened Master inthe Spiritual Hierarchy, living physically inthe
deep mystic Himalayas. He bears a physical body of age not less
than 260 earth years and had reveal ed himself to anumerous aspirants
and channelers from time to time. One of such blessed channelers
isaFrenchlady Alice A Bailey, who resided in Americafor most of
her life.

After various such incidents, and going through the works of
Madame Blavatsky, Alice Bailey expressed her readiness to take
the channelingsthrough mental telepathy from Master DK, but under
one condition that the writings would not go out under any claim of
authority. The Hierarchy wanted the same and did not want them
to go out with any claim of authority. The Masters wanted peopleto
read them and be stimulated by their own intuition and decidewhether
or not they’ retrue, not because they’ re put out by some great name,
but merely because of the content. Then forward, the dictation began
as she received packets of information telepathically. She actually
heard the wordsin her mind and she would write them down. Often
shewould disagree with the Tibetan on the language and they would
argue back and forth in her mind asto their final form. Later on as

1. Initiation, Human and Solar (1922):



Thesubject of Initiation isonethat hasagreat fascination
for thinkers of all schools of thought. To those who do not
believe that such agoal is possible thisbook is offered for
what it may be worth as a formulation of an interesting
hypothesis. To those who anticipate such aconsummation
of all their endeavors, thisbook istendered in the hope that
it may proveaninspiration and ahelp. Initiationisprofoundly
difficult of attainment, and callsfor a strenuous discipline
of the entire lower nature, and alife of self-effacing and
self-abnegating devotion. This book seeks to make it
apparent that here and now the average man may begin to
build that character and to lay those foundations of
knowledge which are necessary before even the Path of
Discipleship can be trodden. Due preparation may now be
made, and men and women everywhere may - if they choose
- fit themselves for the condition of discipleship and tread
the Probationary Path. This book was intended for the
average aspirant, to lead him on from where he was to a
vision of an organized band of teachers who were seeking
to aid humanity (and incidentally himself), and to give some
idea of their technique of work and modes of procedure.

2. Letters on Occult meditation (1922):

The collection of eleven letters received during 1919
and 1920, in which the subject of meditation is clearly
discussed by the Tibetan. The points of discussion include
importance of meditation, usage of sacred words, color,
form and sound, points to be considered while assigning
meditation to others, dangersto be avoided in meditation,
access to the Masters via meditation and so on. This book
alsoindicated how theseteachers of occult meditation could
be reached and the discipline of lifethat the treading of the
Pathinvolved.

3. A Treatise on Cosmic Fire (1925):

Theteaching in thisbook would tend to an expansion of
consciousness, and would bring about recognition of the
adequacy, asaworking basis, for both science and religion,
of that interpretation of the processes of nature which has
been formulated for us by the Master Minds of al time. It
would tend to bring about areaction in favor of asystem of

philosophy which will link both Spirit and matter, and
demonstrate the essential unity of thescientific and religious
idea. It aimsto provide areasonably logical plan of systemic
evolution and to indicate to man the part he must play asan
atomic unit in a great and corporate Whole. It is for the
guidance of the initiates of the world, and will lift the
aspirant’s eyes away from himself and hisown growthto a
vaster conception and a universal ideal. The mark of the
initiateishislack of interestin himself, in hisown unfoldment
and his own personal fate, and all aspirants who become
accepted disciples have to master the technique of
disinterestedness. Their eyes have aso to be lifted away
from the group of workers and from the hierarchy which
they constitute and to befixed on wider horizonsand vaster
realms of activity.

4. A Treatise on White Magic (1934):

This book will deal more specifically with human
development and unfoldment, €l ucidating the causeswhich
are responsible for the present effects, and pointing to the
future andits possibilities, and to the nature of the unfolding
potentialities. A Treatiseon White Magicisaparalel volume
to A Treatise on Cosmic Fire. Just asthefirst dealt with the
psychology of Deity, the work of the Macrocosm, and the
laws whereby the Solar Logos works, so this book
constitutes a treatise on the psychology of a Son of God
and thework of the Microcosm. It intimately concernsHis
place in the larger whole and is of practical application to
daily life in that whole. Fifteen rules are given to ponder
upon and practice.

5. Discipleship in the New Age-1 (1944):

Thisbook isin many ways unigue and nothing likeit has
before been published. It contains two series of talks by
one of the Masters of the Wisdom to some members of his
inner group, and also aseriesof personal instructions, given
by him to a group of his disciples. Many of these people
were unknown to the author when they were brought to
her notice; some of them she had since met; others she
have never met; some she knew Sza3e3 23e32d edmases
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understand why they had been chosen, knowing that their
dedication to thelife of the spirit and their love of humanity
warranted the choice; one or two were regarded by her as
most unsuitable choices but later she altered her point of
view and recognized that a wiser mind than hers was
responsible for their inclusion in the Ashram. It hasto be
learnt also from this book that ancient relationships,
established in other lives, were also conditioning factors
and that some had earned the right to inclusion, even if
their spiritual attainments seemed inadequate to the
onlooker. Whoever reads this book will receive the
inspiration that we who have prepared it have received;
their confidence in the Hierarchy and in the existence of
Christ and his Disciples, the Masters, may receive such an
impetus that many more will attempt to tread the Way and
join the great number of aspirants in every country who
are seeking to tread the Path by becoming the Path Itself.

6. Discipleship in the New Age-2 (1955):

This second volume brings additional teaching both in
the general text and in the remaining personal instructions
which are amazingly frank and direct. A few personally
assigned meditations are included to show the technique of
thetraining inindividual cases, but theindividual training
was always incidental to a planned special group
achievement.

7. Problems of humanity (1947):

It isessential that all thinking people should give time
and thought to the consideration of the major world problems
with which we are now faced. Some of them can be solved
with relative rapidity - given common sense and acorrectly
appreciated self-interest; others will require foresighted
planning and along patience as, one by one, the necessary
stepsaretaken, leading to the readjustment of human values
and the inauguration of new attitudes of mind regarding
right human relations. In the recognition of the growth in
human consciousness and in arealization of thedistinction
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obviously existing between primitive men and our modern
intelligent humanity liethe groundsfor an unshaken optimism
asto human destiny. Humanity has never realy lived up to
theteaching givenit. Spiritual impression, whether conveyed
by the Christ, by Krishnaor by Buddha (and passed on to
the masses by Their disciples) has not yet been expressed
as it was hoped. Men do not live up to what they already
know; they fail to make practical their information; they
short circuit the light; they do not discipline themselves;
greedy desire and unlawful ambition control and not the
inner knowledge. To put it scientifically and from the esoteric
angle: Spiritual impression has been interrupted and there
has been interference with the divine circulatory flow. It is
the task of the disciples of the world to restore this flow
and to stop this interference. This is the major problem
facing spiritual people at thistime.

8. The Reappearance of the Christ (1948):

Right down the ages, in many world cyclesand in many
countries (and today in all) great points of tension have
occurred which have been characterized by ahopeful sense
of expectancy. Someone is expected and His coming is
anticipated. Always in the past, it has been the religious
teachers of the period who have fostered and proclaimed
this expectancy and the time has always been one of chaos
and difficulty, of aclimaxing point at thecloseof acivilization
or culture and when the resources of the old religions have
seemed inadequate to meet men’s difficulties or to solve
their problems. The coming of the Avatar, the advent of a
Coming One and, in terms of today, the reappearance of
the Christ isthe keynotes of the prevalent expectancy. When
the times are ripe, the invocation of the masses s strident
enough and the faith of those who know is keen enough,
then always He has come and today will be no exception
tothisancient ruleor to thisuniversal law. For decades, the
reappearance of the Christ, the Avatar, has been anticipated
by thefaithful in both hemispheres- not only by the Christian
faithful, but by those who look for Maitreya and for the
Bodhisattva as well as those who expect the Imam Mahdi.




When men feel that they have exhausted all their own
resources and have come to an end of all their own innate
possibilitiesand that the problemsand conditions confronting
them are beyond their solving or handling, they are apt to
look for adivine Intermediary and for the Mediator Who
will plead their cause with God and bring about a rescue.
They look for a Savior. This doctrine of Mediators, of
Messiahs, of Christs and of Avatars can be found running
like a golden thread through all the world faiths and
Scriptures and, relating these world Scriptures to some
central source of emanation, they are found in rich
abundance everywhere. Even the human soul is regarded
asanintermediary between man and God; Christisbelieved
by countless millionsto act asthe divine mediator between
humanity and divinity.

9. Destiny of the Nations (1949):

It is of major interest for us to know something about
the energies and forces which are producing the present
international situation and presenting the complex problems
with which the United Nations are confronted. In the last
analysis, al history is the record of the effects of these
energies or radiations (rays, in other words) as they play
upon humanity in its many varying stages of evolutionary
development. These stages extend all the way from those
of primeval humanity to our modern civilization; all that has
happened isthe result of these energies, pouring cyclically
through nature and through that part of nature which we
call the human kingdom. These energies are ceaselessly
playing on humanity, producing changes, expressing
themselves through successive civilizations and cultures,
and fashioning the many races and nations.

10. Glamour-A world problem (1950):

Illusion is primarily of a mental quality and was
characteristic of the attitude of mind of those people who
are more intellectual than emotional. It is the
misunderstanding of ideas and thought-forms of which they
are guilty, and of misinterpretations. Glamour is astral in
character, and isfar more potent at thistime than illusion,

owing to the enormous majority of people who function
astrally aways. Mayaisvital in character and isaquality
of force. It is essentially the energy of the human being as
it swings into activity through the subjective influence of
themental illusion or astral glamour or of both in combination.
The Dweller on the Threshold, always present, swings
however into activity only onthe Path of Discipleship, when
the aspirant becomes occultly aware of himself, of the
conditions induced within him as a result of his interior
illusion, his astral glamour and the Maya surrounding his
entirelife. Being now an integrated personality thesethree
conditions (with the preponderance of the effect in one or
other of the bodies) are seen as a whole and to this whole
the term the “Dweller on the Threshold” isapplied. Itisin
reality avitalized thought—form—embodying mental force,
astral force and vital energy. The problem, therefore, isto
learn to distinguish between these three inner illusory
aspects, to discover what conditionsin the environment or
in the individual constitution induce these situations of
difficulty and to find out what methods are effective in
inducing acessation of the bewildering deceiving conditions.
It must be remembered also that these distorting conditions
are the medium whereby we are tuned in on the world
glamour and illusion. Theemphasishasbeen laidin esoteric
teaching on the training and liberation of the individual
aspirant. Thisis, of course, necessary, for the massismade
up of the individuals, and in the steady release from the
control of these inner delusions will come the eventual
clarification of humanity.

11. Telepathy and the Etheric Vehicle (1950):

One of the characteristics, distinguishing the group of
world servers and knowers, is that the outer organization
which holds them integrated is practically non-existent.
They are held together by an inner structure of thought and
by a telepathic medium of interrelation. The Great Ones,
Whom we all seek to serve, are thus linked, and can - at
the dlightest need and with the least expenditure of force -
get en rapport with each other. They are al tuned to a
particular vibration. In this book, three types of telepathy
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arededt with—theinstinctual telepathy, themental telepathy
and theintuitional telepathy.

12. Education in the New Age (1954):

Thisbook on educational philosophy comesat atime of
crisis, for the theme that runs through critical thinking in
the field of educational theory today is characterized by
deep concern over both the preservation and the enrichment
of human values. The book isintended to give thereader a
comprehensive grasp of theideas upon which the teaching
of the New Education is based. It gives some insight into
the nature of the results to be obtained. The objectives of
New Era Education are discussed comprehensively with
light on the science of Antahkarana, variousfacetsinvolving
thetechniquesof building one'sAntahkaranaand the active
bridging of three states of the Antahkarana. Science of
meditation isdiscussed in depth asatechnique of Education
with a conseguential group development and science of
service that evolves out of the contact of the personality
with the Soul. This book aims at the development of an
individual into an intelligent citizen, a wise parent and a
controlled and directed personality.

13. Externalization of Hierarchy (1957):

One of the results of the world condition at thistimeis
the speeding up of all the atomic lives upon and within the
planet. This necessarily involves the increased vibratory
activity of the human mechanism, with aconsequent effect
upon the psychic nature, producing an abnormal sensitivity
and psychic awareness. It would be of value here to
remember that the condition of humanity at thistimeisnot
the result of smply one factor, but of several - al of them
being active simultaneously, because this period marksthe
close of one age and the inauguration of the new. The
Tibetan summonshisdisciplesinhisforeword, “Our spiritual
goal isthe establishing of the Kingdom of God. One of the
first stepstowardsthisisto prepare men’s mindsto accept
the fact that the reappearance of the Christ is imminent.
You must tell men everywhere that the Masters and Their
groups of disciplesare actively working to bring order out

of chaos. You must tell them that there is a Plan, and that
nothing can possibly arrest the working out of that Plan.
You must tell them that the Hierarchy stands, and that It
has stood for thousands of years, and is the expression of
the accumulated wisdom of the ages. You must tell them
above al elsethat God islove; that the Hierarchy islove,
and that Christ is coming because He loves humanity.”

14. The Yoga sutras of Patanjali (1927):

The Science of Raja Yoga, or the “Kingly Science of
the Soul,” as laid down by its main exponent, Patanjali,
eventualy findsitsgreatest demonstration in the West. The
highest point being touched by the current fifth race, isseen
exemplifiedin theright use of the mind and its utilization by
the soul for the achievement of group objectives and the
development of group consciousness upon the physical
plane. Thetrandation of the'Yoga Sutrasof Patanjali, which
isabridging book, intended to show the aspirant the rules
whereby the light within him may be developed and the
power of the intuition be brought to bear on al problems
and on the phenomena of life itself. This book was given
the name The Light of the Soul.

15. The labors of Hercules (1974):

The story of the dramatic experiences of that great and
ancient Son of God, Hercules, will be found to give usjust
such a synthetic picture. It leaves untouched no phase in
the life of the aspirant and yet links him up with cosmic
enterprise.

We have instigated the rejuvenation of the
Mahabharatha with the Bhagavad-Gita, the Divine
Verse of The Supreme Master, Lord Sri Krishna.

Whoever
utilizes the eternal knowledge of the Gita can gain
command over the physical, astral and causal worlds.”

Bhagavad-Gita, Importance of the Yagna

It is a well-known fact that whoever recites the
Gita will be benefitted individually. A collective recital of
the Gita yields cumulative amplified results to all the
participants. Similarly, when a Yagna is performed with
the hymns of the Gita, then the knowledge bestowed
by the Lord can be disseminated across the whole
world through the Yagna. The five elements —the Yagna
kunda (the Earth element), the Kalash (the Water
element), Homagni (the Fire element), the Air element
and the Ether element (Pancha Bhoota) will be
instrumental in radiating the knowledge across the
world (Pra-pancha meaning the one which is made
out of the five elements). Yagna is a technology through
which one can realize the aspects into the physical
world. Where recital or Parayana is a theoretical
aspect, Yagna is a practical approach or the Tantra to
what is studied. Sri Krishna explains the same in His
Gita as follows.

“Krishnam vande Jagadgurum” Only Lord Sri
Krishna is considered as the Jagadguru, as he is the
imparter of the eternal knowledge of the Bhagavad-
Gita to the mankind through Arjuna. No other
incarnation of the Almighty is adorned with this title.
The consciousness of Lord Sri Krishna is an ecstatic,
a unique and a never-before-never-again conjunction
of a Master and an Avatar. We shall now try to
understand the synopsis of each chapter of the
Bhagavad-Gita, conversed by Dr. Sri Ramakrishna.

1. ArjunaVishaada Yoga:

The agony of Arjuna is the very reason for the
emergence of the Bhagavad-Gita. The verses of the
Gita have transformed Arjuna from aversion to valor
to fight the Mahabharatha war. When we attribute the
same to mankind, we forget to heed to the inner guide,
Master, well-wisher and explore for external happiness.
This is the reason for agony.

|| Twameva Maata Twameva Pita Twameva

bandhushcha Sakha Twameva Twameva Sharanam
Mama Deva Deva ||

We only pronounce so, but never put it in practice.
But when we bring it to practicality, our lives will flow
on in an elated state and our Sadhana will go on
uninterrupted, while we take care of our regular duties.

2. Sankhya Yoga:

When does the inner Master speak to us? Only
when we remain in utter silence. Our desires, doubts
or decisions should not interfere when He is speaking.

|| Karpanya desho pahatha swabhavah pruchami
thwam dharma sammuhudachetah Yacherayah
Saannishchiyam broohithanme shishyastheham
shadhimam thwam prapannam ||

We should submit ourselves to Him saying,
“under the influence of cunningness, cowardliness, |
am unable to judge between the wrong and the right. |
am your disciple. Please guide me with proper
knowledge.” Only then shall the Jagadguru take over
the reins of our lives.

3. Karma Yoga:

Whatever man does should be done with a feel
of a Yagna, offered to the Lord. We obtain the benefit
of the Yagna during its Poornahuti. If any deed is not
done in this way, then the desired results are not
probable. In nature, everything that is cyclic is a deed
of Yagna

Creatures emerge out of ‘Anna’, food. Food is
grown out of rain. Rain is caused due to Yagna and
Yagna is a result of action, the Karma. This is referred
to as a cyclic process.

4. Gyana Yoga:
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In this chapter, the Supreme Master explains that the
socia structure isformed out of the four Varnas or colors.
Man can manipulate his Sanskaras or impressions and
Praarabdha or the acquired Karmas using the colors —red,
orange, yellow and green. We are also heading towards
using the color violet for curing many diseases.

5. Karma Sanyasa Yoga:

|| Sanyasasthu Mahabhavo Dukha Maptu Yogataha Yoga
yukto munir brahmanachirenati gachyatil|

Sanyasa doesn’'t mean renunciation of everything. It
literally means performing Nyasa that is descending the
Divinity into oneself. Karma Sanyasa Yoga is all about
performing one’'s karmaonly as a seer, without ownership
of the deed and expectation of the resullt.

6. Atma Samyama Yoga:

When we constantly habituate to sit in a posture with our
spine, neck and head erect, we find our desires getting
fulfilled.

Yogaisanintegration of al the aspectsof lifebeginning
from what we eat, how do we sit, how do werelax, how do
we roam around, how do we sleep, how do we dream and
SO on.

7. Gyana Vigyana Yoga:
|| Manushyanam sahasreshu kachibhavati siddhaye ||

Out of thousands of men, only afew aspire to know
the Master, only afewer really give atry and only one out
of many succeeds. What takes us to the Lord alone is
Gyana.

8. Akshara Parabrahma Yoga:

That which doesn’t diminish is Akshara. Whoever,
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contemplated on the Lord on his deathbed, shall reach the
Lord. Here the Master gives us afew practices like going
to sleep trying to see light at our Ajna center, between the
eyebrows and so on.

9. Rajavidya Rajaguhya Yoga:

Here the Lord advocates that whoever contemplates
one'smind on Him and alwaysthink of Him alone, will reach
Him without adoubt.

10. Vibhuti Yoga:

a. Vibhuti hasameaning of prosperity. After any Yagna
we are left out with only Vibhuti that is the prosperity asa
result of that divine deed. The Lord claims that He is the
highest aspect of all the entitiesin thisuniverse.

11. Viswar upa Sandar shana Yoga:

a. Thischapter teachesusto view the entire universe as
the embodiment of the L ord. Nevertheless, werequiredivine
eyesto view this.

We are taught that by following the recommended
austerities and practices, we acquire an eligibility to view
the Viswarupa of the Lord.

12. Bhakti Yoga:
|| Evam satata yukta ye bhakta styam paryupasate ||

He, who praysto the L ord with unadulterated devotion,
will obtain Him.

|| Adweshta sarvabhutanam maitrah karunayewacha ||

He, who treats all the creatures with compassion and love,
and treats happiness and sorrow alike, is eligible to obtain
the Lord.

13. Kshetra Kshetragya Vibhaga Yoga:




This chapter explains us that the body is the Kshetra
and the Divine Being is the Kshetragya.

14. Gunatraya Vibhaga Yoga:

|| Gunanetanatheethyathreen dehi dehi deha samudbhavan
[

He, who understands the three Gunas or the basic
characteristics — the Sattva, the Rajas and the Tamas —
and observes them as a seer, will obtain the Lord.

15. Purushottama Yoga:

|| Aham vaishwa naro bhootwa praninaam deha maa
shrithah pranapana samayuktah pachaamyannam
chaturvidham ||

Thischapter teaches about the way one should perform
one's deeds as Yagna. Before having food, one should
remember that the Lord residesinside us as ‘ Vaiswaanara
and digests whatever we eat and converts it into energy.
Thus, before having food, when we chant Gayatri Mantra
thrice and offer the first morsels to the five Prana Vayus
inside usand then begin eating, wewould have transformed
our deed of eating into Yagna.

16. Daivasura Sampath Vibhaga Yoga:

The Lord explains in this chapter, the difference
between the divine characteristics and the demonic
characteristics and also the techniques to overcome the
demonic characteristics inside us with the power of the
divineones.

17. Shraddhatraya Vibhaga Yoga:

| Satwanurupa sarvasya shradha bhavat bharata Shardha
mayoyam purosh yo yah Shradhah sa ye sah||

Life is dependent on what one contemplates and
aspires. We become what we aspire and where our

Shraddha takes us. Therefore, the Lord leaves it to the
common sense of mankind to choose their own paths.

18. Moksha Sanyasa Yoga:

The Gita begins with the Arjuna Vishada Yoga and
culminateswith M oksha SanyasaYoga. Man hasto liberate
himself not only from the iron shackles of worldly troubles
but also from the golden shackles of salvation. Man hasto
reach a state of “Karishye Vachanam Tava’, where there
isatotal surrender to thefeet of the Master, without a speck
of egoistic nature and self recognition.

Therefore, we are engaged in herculean task of
radiating the knowledge of the Gita to the world through
Bhagavad-Gita Yagnas. Dr. Sri Ramakrishna explains that
the great battle of Kurukshetra continued for 18 days to
mark the preparation for the Mahabharatha, whereas Satra
Yagna is being performed for 21 days to culminate the
descent of SatyaYugaon earth. Let usjoin handsin taking
forward the Sankal pa of the divine Mastersin transforming
the Bharathainto M ahabharatha, anation of light, prosperity
and knowledge.

Methods of Scanning

Now a days Aura energy has become
atypical and common word among spiritua
scientists, sadaks, healers and meditators.
This Aura is the wave form of energy .
existing among humans and all matter
existinginthisuniverse. Especially inliving
beings (animals, plants and humans) this
represents the biomagnetic energy field.
It is considered as the connecting link
between the cosmic energy of the universe
(nature) and material form of the living
beings. Our ancient siddhas and spiritual
masters of India discovered this energy
field and described it in many ancient
scriptures. In Vedas it was termed and
referred to as "Divya Kanthi Valaya."
Inspite of our ancestors possessing
abundant knowledge of these great spiritual
science, not much is inherited by the
present generations in the shadows of the
developing scientific technol ogy.

Thanksto the modern scientistswho have now identified
thisenergy field and making investigationsin these ancient
spiritual sciences with the help of modern scientific
equipment. In course of such investigations the scientists
have devel oped some instruments and sensors which can
identify and sensethese auric biomagneticfields. ThisAuric
biomagnetic field gained much attention and importance
with the discovery of “Kirlian Photography” in the year
1939 by a Russian technician Simon Kirlian.

Among such instruments are Dousing pendulums,
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Lecher antenna., Kirlian camera (PIP photography) and
universal scanner etc.

Lecher Antenna:

In ancient times intuition was the only way to find and
feel thebody vibrationsbut it cannot be proved scientificaly.
Later on Dousing pendulum was developed which can
identify energy by rotatory and oscillatory movements. In
course of such devel opmentsagroup of German physicists
in 1975, based on L echer’s principle devel oped an instrument
called Lecher antenna. It consists of a metal conductor in
the middle which serves as an antenna with ametric scale
and two metal rod sleeves on either side of the base.



The Lecher antenna can measure the quantum
of cosmic energy, biomagnetic energy field of living
things. It responds to positive and negative
radiationsof theenvironmental energy. It caneasily
detect and identify the subtle changes in the
auric-biomagnetic field.

Universal Scanner:

It is aso an instrument for identification and
measurement of auric biomagnetic field. The
present scanner is developed by Dr. Mannem
Murthy, Geologist, Andhra Pradesh.

It works onthefollowing principles:

*  When aparticular frequency is applied to any
matter it vibrates in the same frequency.

- Nobel laureate Sir Robert Millikan.

In thisinstrument the testing sample placed vibratesin
its own frequency.

 Inthiscondition each atom within the matter emitsultra
short waves and each atom also works as a transmitter
(Dr. liraaby, Columbia University). This transmission
when multiplied and boosted by theinstrument coversa
range of 200m approximately.

o If similar matter of the same chemical composition is
available in the vicinity that matter also vibrates with
the same frequency (Sir William Ramsay).

e Dueto similar composition and frequency thereexistsa
mutual attraction between the sample and the object.

When a particular sasmpleis placed in thisinstrument it
sensesand detects an object with same chemical composition
and frequency. With this the aura of any object or person
can be measured in terms of radial distance.

The energy levels of each Yagnashala and the Sadakas
were measured using Lecher Antenna and Universal
Scanner. It was inferred that the energy levels were
increased tremendously from 3 meters to 18 kilometers
whichisshown scientifically.

The members of this new group work esoterically with souls,
and deal not with the details of the personality lives of the
aspirants they seek to inspire.

Thisisabasic rule and will serve to eliminate many worthy
aspirants from this group of world servers now in process of
forming. Thetendency toimposeon€e sown point of view indicates
alack of understanding and it will rule many out. Again, the
young and promising aspirants must be sought out and carefully
incul cated with the trend of the new ideals. They must be taught
to look for the divine and the good in al - both people and
circumstances. Breadth of vision must be developed and that
wide horizon pointed out which will enable the aspirant to live
through this transitional period which is now with us, so that
when they reach middle lifethey will stand as pillars of strength




in the new world. Do not narrow them down to the ancient
disciplines, and teach them NOT to lay emphasis upon diet,
celibacy, timesand seasons, and sodistract their attention away
from thenewer and sacred art of beingand thewonder of living
asasoul.

Two rulesof life activity must be taught the young aspir ant:

He must be taught to focus on constructive activity and to
refrain from pulling down the old order of living. He must be set
to building for the future, and to thinking along the new lines. He
must be warned not to waste time in attacking that which is
undesirable, but must instead bend all his energies to creating
the new temple of the Lord through which the glory may be
manifested. Inthisway public attention will gradually befocused
upon the new and beautiful, and the old established creations
will fall into decay for lack of attention and so disappear.

He must be taught also that partisanship isin no way asign
of spiritual development. He will not ther efor e use the wor ds
anti thisor prothat. Such termsautomatically breed hatred and
attack, and effort to resist change. They put the user on the
defensive. Every class of human beingsis a group of brothers.
Catholics, Jews, Gentiles, occidentals and Orientals are all the
sons of God.

As regards the future of thisworld group of which we have
been speaking much depends upon two things. First, it is
necessary for al thoseisolated disciplesworking in every country
intheworld, to becomeawar e of oneanother and then toenter
intotelepathicrapport. Working disciples everywherewhen they
meet each other will know at oncethat their work isidentical, and
will advise with each other as to where cooperation and
supplementary endeavor may be possible. DAILY THEY WILL
MEET EACH OTHERATA SET TIMEAND IN THE SECRET
PLACE. Thisonly becomes possible when thetriplicity of soul-
mind-brainareall aligned in theindividual and when each aspect
of it can be simultaneously in touch with members of the group.

The second requirement which will establish relation between
the working disciplesin this group is the capacity to preserve a
constant and sequential recollection of both the inner and the
outer life. We call it continuity of consciousness, and by thiswe
mean the power to befully aware of all happeningsin all spheres
and departments of man’s being during the entire twenty-four

hours of the day. Asyet thisis far from being the case. Thereis
no real awareness of existence during the hours of sleep. The
dreamlifeasrelatedisasfull of illusionasany of themore definitely
lower psychic experiences. Theslowly growing interest in dreams
from the standpoint of psychology and the investigation of their
probable source are thefirst weak attemptstowards establishing
the awareness on a really scientific basis. There is as yet no
conscious registering of mental activity during such times, for
instance, as when the emotional body holds the center of the
stage. With what is the mind occupied during a long period of
emotional upset? It has, weknow, itsown lifeanditslaws. Again
what arethe activities of the soul when the personality isoccupied
exclusively withitsown affairs? Isitimpossiblefor you to vision
atimewhen the devel opment of consciousnesswill have reached
the stage where there will be a sentient reaction in all the
departments of man’s nature and all of it recorded by the brain?
Already men are aware both of physical plane activity and
emotional aliveness simultaneously. Where two activities can be
registered at once, why not three or even four? Such isthe future
ahead for the race, and the disciples, actively employed, will be
thefirst to express and demonstrate this extended consciousness.

The group exists already. It has not to be formed and
organized, and thereisthereforefor none of you the assuming
of any sense of responsibility nor the or ganizing of any activity
designed tolurethesedisciples, who have chosen thusto wor k
subj ectively, into publicity. Such are not the methods approved
by the Elder Brothers of the race, nor is it the way that They
Themselves work. Little groups will spring up here and there
whose members respond to the new note and whose growth into
the world group will be watched over by one or more working
disciples. They grow as a man in this place and another in that
place awakens to the new vision or comes into incarnation in
order to take hisplacein thework and bring inthe new era. These
groups will demonstrate no sense of separateness; they will be
unaware of personal or of group ambition; they will recognize
their unity with all that exists, and will stand before theworld as
examples of pureliving, constructive building, creative activity
subordinated to the general purpose, beauty and inclusiveness.
They are not interested in dogmas or doctrines and have no
shibbol eths. Their outstanding characteristic will be an individual
and group freedom from acritical spirit. Thisnon-criticism will
not grow out of an inability to see error, or failure to measure up
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toanidea; falsity, impurity and weaknesswill be recognized for
what they are, but when noted will only serve to evoke aloving
hel pfulness.

They will endeavor to employ each other’sterms, and to
familiarizethemselveswith each other’sapproach toreality
and symbology. Little by little also the special contribution and
note of each group will be recognized and where aneed existsfor
just that special approach and the particular note or method of
interpretation in any part of theworld, therewill be animmediate
and united impulse to facilitate the work that that special group
could do in that place. These groups, with the one subjective
group of conscious living souls behind them, will be too busy
with world service and interests to waste time on trifling non-
essentials. They will not havethetimeto play around with group
names and insignia and badges and the technicalities of
fraternities when they meet together. World needs, world
opportunities, and therapid development of the consciousness
of mankind and theinitiation of humanity into the spiritual
realitieswill so engrosstheir attention that they will have no
interest in purely physical planearrangements, nor in laying
theemphasisupon their own personal growth. They will bewell
aware that response to world need in service and the life of
focused meditation will promotetheir growth. Their eyesare not
upon themselves, upon their own good characters, or upon their
individual accomplishments. Later asaresult of their telepathic
relationship and their united conferences, there may emerge
certain esoteric groups and schools for development in order
more rapidly to equip them for world service. I n these schools
modesof meditation, theintensfication of vibration and thelaws
of theuniversewill betaught, and theright use of color and of
sound. But all will besubor dinated totheidea of serviceand the
uplift of humanity. Also the schoolsreferred toin Letterson
Occult Meditation will gradually comeinto being.

Let metell you this - this group now in process of forming,
will intime developitsown “yoga’ and school of training which
will gradually supersede that of the raja yoga and bhakti yoga
schools. The method of training will only be given to those who
have trained the mind and learnt to control the emotions. Hence
the key to what isnow going on. The mode of training will be no
easy short cut to the goal. Only the intelligent can attain it and
only coordinated personalities will be eligible to the teaching.
